Rules and Regulations 

This is an open contest. Anyone can enter; women, men, amateurs, and professional cooks. The contest will 
be held on Saturday August 7, 2010 at the Moniteau County Fair grounds California Missouri. Set up starts 
at 10:00am Pork Steak entries must be on the judge’s table by 4:30 pm Chicken by 5:00pm   *NO FIRES 

STARTED BEFORE 10:00AM*     COOKS MEETING 11:30AM  
 
Competition in 3 classes 1) PORK STEAK: 6 small portions  
                                         2) CHICKEN: 6 pieces chicken. 
                                         3) FAN FAVORITE: samples to Fan’s ,site appearance, appeal and BBQ taste  
CONTESTANT’S RESPONSIBILITIES: 
        

1. Each contestant competing shall supply their own meat and cooking ingredients. Also must 
furnish their own grills and briquettes or gas. Contestants must also supply all needed equipment 
and supplies, this includes tables, linens, cooking utensils, cutting boards, tents/canopies or any 
items needed to prepare their meats. ELECTRICITY Provided with 20’x20’ space 

2. The chief cook will be held responsible for the conduct of their team and that the assigned cooking 
spot be kept clean during and after contest. 

3. The BBQ committee requests and requires that good taste be used not only in your BBQ, but in 
your area as well. We want each team to have a good time, and we want a good family atmosphere 
for those who attend. 

4. Contestants will be permitted to give away bite size samples to spectators before judging. 
5. No fires can be built on the ground. Do not dump live coals on the ground. Barrels will be 

furnished for disposal. 
6. No live animals are allowed in cooking area. 
7. The following cleanliness and safety rules will apply 

a. No use of tobacco products while handling meat. 
b. Cleanliness of the cook, assistant cooks, cooking device(s) and the team’s assigned 

cooking space is required. 
c. Shirt and shoes are required to be worn 
d. Sanitizing of work area should be implemented with the use of a bleach/water rinse (one 

cap/gallon of water). Each contestant will provide a separate container for washing, 
rinsing and sanitizing of utensils.  

e. First aid is not required to be provided by the contest.    
8. No alcoholic beverages to be distributed (given away or sold) to the general public by the 

contestants.  
9. Each contestant will be given a marked styrofoam container to place his or her meat in for judging. 
10. Decision of BBQ Committee is final.
